(D Good Academic record as defined by the concerned University with at
least 55% marks or an equivalent grade in a point scale at the Master
Degree level in a relevant subject from an lndian University or an
equivalent degree from an accredited foreign University.

(iD Besides, the candidale must have cleared the National Eligibility Test
(NET) conducted by the UGC, CSIR or similar test accredited by the UGC
like SLET/SET.

(iiD Notwithstanding, anything contained in sub clause (i) and (ii) to the clause
4.40.1, ol the UGC Regulations 30th June, 2010 candidates who have a
Ph.D Degree in accordance with the University Grant Commission
